Keyboards and other special equipment - other than personal instruments - will be
set up on stage before the concert and will remain there until the end of the
evening.

All groups must follow instructions given by organizers and the stage manager.
Using pre-recording materials is not permitted (except for sequencers). All bands
must play live.

Each group must perform for 30 minutes.
