Who can participate?

This project is open to all Secondary V students.  The SADC presented the project in all the Secondary V Economics classes in the Pontiac.  If you are registered in this course, you are eligible to participate.   However, if you have any family member working at the SADC or on the SADC Board of Directors, you cannot compete for the prize.

What kind of business can I create?
You can create any type of business or service as long as you plan to run it from the Pontiac.  If your clientele is from elsewhere or you sell elsewhere, that is okay, as long as you work from the Pontiac.  You can also make modifications to an existing enterprise.  The one restriction is that you create a feasible business, this is done through your market study.

How long does my Business Plan need to be?

As long as you include all the requested information, there is no minimum or maximum length.

What if I don’t have access to a computer at home?

Your school should be able to provide you with a computer to work on the project: ask your teacher.  Internet and computers are also available at the SADC, CREP in Campbell’s Bay, Maison de la Famille in Fort Coulonge, Allumette Island Connects and the Sheenboro Community Access Center.

Someone else has the same idea as me, can we both submit the same idea?

Yes.  If you work independently, you must have different Business Plans, but you can still use the same idea. Your other option is to work as a team.
